· Stick to Your Plan: It is important to stay on the specific Plan of Study you were provided upon entry. We are teaching these courses according to your original schedule.

· Course Availability: Moving forward, each FNP course will only be offered once per calendar year.
 
· Leaves and Course Repetitions: If you choose to take a leave of absence or find yourself needing to repeat a course due to a failure, please be aware that the course may not be available again for a full year. This could result in your graduation date being delayed until the next time the course is offered in the cycle.
Our goal is to see every one of you walk across that stage on your original timeline. We highly encourage you to reach out if you have concerns about your current progression or if you anticipate any life changes that might interrupt your studies.
